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Overview

Selami Hallagi was born on 3 April 1919 in Presheva. He was a
descendent of the impoverished family of Jashar Hallagi. He
completed his primary education in Rahovice, where he was an
exemplary student and continued his education in a madrasa in
Shkup - which, at the time, was a sanctuary for many
revolutionaries. As a student, he became aware of the enemy’s heavy-
handed oppression of the people - the working class and peasantry.
Selami became a prominent revolutionary, for which he was expelled
from school and, as a result, was forced to continue his education in
Manastir, where he was a student at the break of the Second World
War. Upon graduation, he returned to his hometown with the hope of
finding employemnt. However, Bulgaria had occupied Macedonia and
southern Serbia, and had sought to eliminate the region’s progressive intelligentia. Individuals
such as Selami were unwelcome in these occupied territories and were forced to work odd jobs to
secure a living. Selami organized demonstrations and strikes attracting the attention of the
authorities. Thus, he was soon forced to leave home, finally settling in Gjilan, where he became a
teacher. He later travelled to Korca, where he attended a two-month seminar and completed
additional classes allowing him to return to Gjilan in 1942 to continue to teach at Zenel Hajdini
primary school. He resumed his revolutionary activities in Gjilan. He also taught in Shtimje and
Prishtina. In the meantime, he met with likeminded friends and carried out various duties entrusted
to him. In 1943-44, he was appointed Secretary of the Education Inspectorate in Prishtina.
Nevertheless, he continued his revolutionary activities until he was apprehended and imprisoned.
He was held in Prishtina’s jail for some time, where, although he endured torture at the hands of
the authorities, but never gave up his friends or the organization. Selami held steadfast to his
beliefs and never gave into the enemy’s demands even when faced with the prospect of execution
he raised his hand and shouted in defiance: “Death to fascism — Freedom to the people”. Thus, on
an August night in 1944, ten revolutionaries were executed in Prizren, including Selami. Nine men
and one woman gave their lives for a wish, an ideal larger than life itself — for Freedom,
independence and human rights — they stood valiantly, courageously and heroically, before a
callous enemy refusing to betray their comrades. Staunchly devoted to their patriotic ideals, they
readily gave their lives for their nation.

Selami Hallagi lindi mé 3 Prill té vitit 1919 né Preshevé. Rridhte nga
njé familje e varfér e Jashar Hallagit. Shkollén fillore e kreu né
vendlindje, ku u dallua si nxénés i shkélqyeshém, mé pas mésimet
I vazhdoi né medresené e Shkupit — cerdhe ku kishte shumé
revolucionaré. Si nxénés e kuptoi thundrén e réndé té armikut qé e
shtypte popullin, klasén punétore e fshatarésiné. Selamiu u dallua si
revolucionar dhe pér kété shkak u pérjashtua nga shkolla me ¢’ rast u
detyrua t'i vijojé mésimet né Manastir. Gjaté Luftés sé Dyté Botérore
ai ishte nxénés i gjimnazit. Pas mbarimit t€ maturés kthehet né
vendlindje me shpresé qé té punésohet, por bullgarét e kishin okupuar
Magedoniné dhe njé pjesé té Serbisé Jugore. Qéllimi i tyre ishte g& t’i
likuidonin intelektualét pérparimtaré t& kétij rajoni, ata i quanin diamante g€ duhej t’i formésonin
sipas déshirés sé tyre dhe né té vérteté té tillé ishin. P&r njerézit si Selamiu nuk kishte vend pér ta
ushtruar profesionin e tyre si intelektual. Ai u detyrua t& punojé fizikisht pér ta siguruar kafshatén
e gojés, organizonte demonstrata dhe greva té vogla. Si i tillé u bie né sy organeve té rendit té
okupatorit. Prandaj shpejt largohet nga vendlindja dhe shkon né Gjilan ku punon si mésues, e mé
pas né Korcé vazhdon njé seminar dymujor ku i jep léndét plotésuese té shkollés normale dhe
sérish mé 1942, kthehet né Gjilan, ku emérohet si mésues né ndértesén e vjetér "Zenel Hajdini".
Edhe né Gjilan Selamiu vazhdoi aktivitetin e tij revolucionar. Njé kohé té gjaté punoi né Shtimje
dhe Prishtiné. Né ndérkohé takohet me shoké dhe kryen detyra q€ i’ a parashtron shoqéria. Né
vitin 1943-44 béhet Sekretar i Inspektoratit té Arsimit né Prishtiné. Megjithaté veprimtariné e vet e
vazhdoi ilegalisht, deri sa njé dité kuestura policore e heton dhe e arrestojné. Né burgun e
Prishtinés e mbajné njé kohé té gjaté dhe né ményrén mé mizore e provokojné dhe torturojné, por
nuk arrijné kurré t’i nxjerrin fjalé pér veprimtariné atdhetare e patriotike té shokéve dhe
organizatés. Si njé intelektual me ideal té celikté, Selamiu nuk u tremb kurré para armikut madje
edhe atéheré kur e Kishte litarin e vdekjes para syve. Kishte ngritur dorén dhe i pérshéndeti
shokét duke brohoritur: "Vdekje fashizmit - Liri popullit”. Njé naté t& kobshme gushti té vitit 1944,
né Prizren u shuan dhjeté jeté sé bashku me Selamiun. Nénté djelmosha dhe njé vashé né moshé
mé té re dhané jetén pér njé déshiré, pér njé ideal mé té madh se jeta - pér Liri, pavarési dhe té
drejtat e njeriut, ata géndruan para armikut gjakpirés burrérisht, trimérisht dhe heroikisht, pa i
tradhtuar shokét dhe kombin, pa e braktisur idealin patriotik, por besnik ndaj shokéve e kombit ai
flijoi jetén me vetémohim. Lavdi jetés dhe veprés sé atdhetarit Salami Hallagit!
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
